GT Math Grading Policy
Math Concepts Grade  
· Classwork: Selected classwork assignments will be collected and graded.
· Projects: Some long-range project work may be assigned.  A criteria sheet will be sent home at the beginning of the project to specify expectations and the due date.  

· Notebooks:  Students will be required to keep all of their math papers in their math section of their 3 ring binder. The papers will be reviewed and graded for each unit. Students are encouraged to use the materials in their binders to review concepts on a daily basis.

· Quizzes, Tests, and Performance Tasks: Quizzes measure skills in a smaller segment. They may be concept-skill based, problem solving based, or a combination of both. Tests and Performance Tasks are designed as end of the unit activities to show that the students have mastered the Unit Standards from the Common Core State Curriculum (CCSC) in real world contexts. 
Problem Solving Grade  

· Classwork, Quizzes, Tests, and Performance Tasks may be problem solving based. 

· Group Activities: Students will participate in individual, small, and large group activities. 

· Discussions: Students are expected to engage in content and strategy based discussion. Class presentations will be assessed. This includes weekly Olympiads.
· Written Assignments: Students will be writing about their math activities and the learning standards. While we will not be grading the assignments for mechanics, it is expected that the student be able to communicate information effectively using appropriate grade level writing skills.  
All graded assignments will be returned to students in class. Graded assignments should be signed by a parent/guardian and kept in the student’s binder for their future review and study.
Math Olympiads 

These challenging problems provide students with the opportunity to use problem solving strategies and known concepts to solve a variety of problems. Each week students will have five problems to solve for homework. They are expected to try all the problems. This will guide our weekly class discussions. Starting in November, students will participate in a monthly Olympiad Contest during class time. They will have 30 minutes to complete all five problems. We encourage students to persevere and use what they know to solve problems. This is an opportunity for students to engage in constructive discussions as they defend their thinking. Homework

Students will be given Olympiad homework every Friday. It will be due the following Friday. Some exceptions will occur during the school year based on the weekly calendar. Some daily homework assignments will be given. In addition, students will be asked to finish classwork that is kept in the binder. The purpose of homework is to practice learned skills and to foster responsibility.  The goal is for students to be able to complete most homework assignments independently within a 30-minute time frame. If the student is not able to complete the homework within 30 minutes, please send a brief note to the teacher.
