To be presented to the class on December 9, 2014
As the final product for our CEU, Politics of Persuasion, you will be asked to present a “Poster Talk.” This technique is often used in the business world to give information to others in the same field and to persuade them to purchase an item or to approve and accept some new research.

You will need to pick a topic or cause that you can research and feel passionate about. Such topics could include recycling, global warming, healthcare, increased funding for the homeless, an end to homework in school, or automobile safety issues, to name a few. Your job is to convenience the class that they are hearing a “Call to Action” through an oral presentation. You will submit a poster and written evidence of preparation. 

The poster is the starting point of your talk and should be a visual representation of the main ideas. It should support your position and give some information in a graphic form about your cause.  
The main portion of your grade will be based on your oral presentation. (See the attached criteria.) Your position should be based on some research and not just your personal opinion. You will only have 8 minutes to speak and persuade us all! Therefore, you should be thoughtful and concise in your statements. You should practice what you hope to say during your speech.
